The Midget class once again saw 
a great roll up of six eager drivers 
who displayed some great racing.  
James Fyfe took out the day with 
three firsts and a second, followed 
by a very consistent Aaron Barling 
who had four seconds.  Josh 
Street made up the place getters 
for the day with a first and three 
thirds.  Koby Noonan finished all four races and Marcus Fraser and Connor McKinnon were unlucky 
to each have a DNF for the day. 
 
Rookies had four drivers this month, with Digby Maunder chalking up another win with three firsts 
and a third in a good days racing.  Elanah Borg had a good day with two seconds a first and a third to 
take out second place.  Emma Street remained consistent and came in third, with Liam Erfurth having 
a DNF in race one which unfortunately wrecked his day. 
 
Junior National Light had three drivers competing for points.  Chase Mallen once again had a great 
days racing and finished in first place with three firsts and a second for the day.  Matt Bills finished the 
day with a first and three seconds to take out second place and Linc Robinson was unlucky to have a 
DNF in race two to finish a close third. 
 
Junior National Heavy had four drivers and some great racing on show.  Jayden Borg took out first 
place with four wins from Lachlan Mallen and Dan Robinson who fought out the closest of racing for 
second and third place, well done.  Ash Calabroôs streak of bad luck unfortunately continued with a 
DNF in race four after three good races before. 
 
Senior National Pro saw only two drivers this month, with Jacob Anderson taking out the day from 
Steve Overend. 
 
Rotax Light had a great rollup with seven drivers making it the biggest field for the day.  There was 
lots of fantastic close racing, providing entertainment for spectators and but the end of race three, 
only 8 points separated first and last.

Unfortunately there was only one driver in Rotax Heavy this month, David Thexton, who tagged on 
the end of Rotax Light and managed to avoid any mishaps and finished all four races.
