With 10 entries in the Midget class, it was Jordan Caruso from Gippsland who drove consistently, 
won all three races and took the days honours from Michael Smith and Tyler O’Leary, both of Oak-
leigh. 

Three Gippsland drivers  -  Blaine Densley, Jayden O’Sullivan & Nikola Alger  -  took home all three 
trophies in the Junior National Light class. 

Rotax Light saw two Bairnsdale Kart Club drivers on the podium with Matt Fraser and Shane Steen-
holdt placing second and third behind Oakleigh driver Matthew Graham. 

Oakleigh was the big winner in the Clubman Light class with all three trophies being won by their driv-
ers  -  Trevor Allen, Timothy Edwards & Angelo D’Ettorre. 

There was some very competitive racing amongst the 
10 drivers in the Rookie class and it was Luke Guillou 
of Oakleigh who took out the days honours from Troy 
Alger of Gippsland and Jordan Holowell of Oakleigh 
who placed third. 

Bairnsdale driver Ty Hinchcliffe took home the 3rd tro-
phy in Clubman Heavy from Grant Wicks of Gippsland 
who placed second and Timothy Edwards of Oakleigh 
who took out the days honours! 

Jayden Borg of Bairnsdale drove consistently in Junior National Heavy, winning all three races with 
Ryan Aitken of Gippsland and James Mastorakos of Oakleigh placing second and third respectively. 

Unfortunately, Geoff Wyhoon of Gippsland ended up being the only entry in the Leopard Pro class. 

With 4 of the 5 Rotax Over 40’s Pro drivers being from Bairnsdale it was not surprising to see two of 
them on the podium  -  Shane Steenholdt ended up taking out the days honours from Dean Watchorn 
of Gippsland and Adam Louch placing third at the end of the day. 

The 125 Restricted Pro class was won by James Dean of Gippsland, followed closely behind by 
Travis Gerbes of Oakleigh and Martin Ritchie of Oak-
leigh/Gippsland. 

The final class run on the day was Clubman Over 40’s 
with Grant Wicks & Tim Marriott of Gippsland taking 
home the first & second trophies and Geoffrey Sharp 
of Oakleigh taking home the third.
